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SMT #1: Empowered for God’s

mission.

“But you will receive power when the
Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be
my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in Judea
and Samaria, and to the ends of the
earth.” Acts 1:8

The coming of the Spirit on Pentecost
ushers in God’s blessing of the new
covenant (Jeremiah 31:33), fulfilment of
Joel 2:28-32, proclamation of the Gospel
of Christ, and repentance.

SMT #2: Equipping the People of

e Evangelism Explosion & related
Courses will be conducted to equip
members to share the Gospel.
